It is wonderful knowing that as this article is 

being written, the Girls Chrysalis Flight is going 

on.  A lot of people are praying this weekend 

for those teenage girls.  It is such a strange 

world we live in and our young people need our 

prayer and support to get them to or keep 

them on God's path and away from "the 

world".  Before this article goes "to print" the 

girls flight will be over and the boys flight will 

be just around the corner, as well as the Spring 

Walks, which leads to the topic of this month's 

article - the prayer vigils.  

          When I went on my Walk, I was in such 

awe and felt God hugging me when I saw the 

Prayer Vigil poster board.  There were people 

from all around the world who were praying for 

me by name!  What an incredible feeling that 

was and to this day, I can recall that feeling and 

know that God loves me.  He uses us to show 

others His love.  I am honored to be able to 

pray for others, knowing that God places on my 

heart those He asks me to pray for.   

          Signing up for a spot on the prayer vigil is 

very easy.   You can access the prayer vigil by in 

one of three ways.  First, you can sign the 

poster itself at your monthly gathering.  Sec-

ond, you can start at the WNY Emmaus site  

http://www.wnyemmaus-chrysalis.org/  and 

then click on "Prayer Vigil" in the green box on 

the left side of the page.  The next page will 

have links to the upcoming Western New York 

Flights or Walks.  Click on the event of your 

choice then scroll down to see what open slots 

there are.  Click on the baby blue box to the 

left of the time slot you want and fill out your 

information.  The third way you can sign up is 

to go directly to the Emmaus Community Vigil 

site 

http://www.3dayol.org/Vigil/GetComm.phtml  .  

This site takes you to the entire Emmaus 

world-wide community's vigil sign ups, with 

links to sign up for those as well.  For those 

walks that are not in our time zone, I use the 

website http://wwp.greenwichmeantime.com/ 

. Some of the vigil signup pages will list the time 

zone that the event takes place in.  Western 

New York, for example is GMT -5:00.  I next go 

to http://wwp.greenwichmeantime.com/gmt-

converter/ which allows you to enter a time and 

time zone for one location; then you select your 

other location and it will tell you what time it 

will be at the second location.  For example; I 

signed up to pray at 10:30am in GMT-5:00.  If 

there was a walk in South Africa (GMT+2:00), it 

would tell me that 10:30am our time is 5:30pm 

their time, on the same day.  I take that infor-

mation and look at the prayer vigil for the South 

African event and sign up for the 5:30pm time 

slot!  A lot of times with the events in other 

countries, it ends up being the middle of the 

night their time; and we all know those are the 

time slots that can be hard to fill.  It typically 

takes about 30-45 minutes to go through the en-

tire world-wide list.  Some lists are totally filled 

up already; some are sadly empty; but most 

have several open spots waiting to be filled.   

          When you sign up on-line, the system 

automatically sends a reminder email.  Many of 

the communities will send you a link or listing of 

the butterfly/pilgrim names so you can pray for 

individuals by name.  When you are praying for 

people all around the world who are on an Em-

maus event, there is a heightened awareness of 

how small the world is and how we can raise up 

dozens of people at once, all of whom are trying 

to get closer to God.  Please be encouraged to 

"spread the wealth" - the wealth of life with Je-

sus as your Savior.  Share yourself and blanket 

others with prayer, whether it be for teenagers 

on a Flight, prisoners on a Kairos, or adults on a 

Walk, Cursillo, Great Banquet, Via de Cristo or 

any other name given around the world.  It is so 

easy to do!  The rewards last....well hopefully 

eternally for ourselves and those on their walks.
