I explained to the com-

munity that my feelings 

were just like that.  

The team and pilgrims 

had lived Walk #41 

together, and it was 

really impossible for 

me to describe what 

we had experienced.  It 

still is, but I will try. 

 The general 

tone of the weekend 

was that God loves 

each of us as if we 

were His only child.
