How do you sign-up for the 72-hour Prayer Vigil on the Internet?
There are a couple of ways you can sign-up for the Prayer Vigil
online. The preferred method is to visit the Western New York
Emmaus Chrysalis web site at www.wnyemmaus-chrysalis.org. On
the home page is an icon called Prayer Vigil. Click on that and it will
take you to the Prayer Vigil(s) that are currently online. Pick-out the
one-half hour slot(s) you would like, type in your first and last
name, city, state, country and email address. Your email address is
used to automatically send a confirmation of your time slot. Note
that the time is in twenty-four hour (military) time format, i.e. 8:00
AM is 0800 and 1:00 PM is 1300, etc. An alternative is to visit the
Three Day Online web site (the site which currently hosts our online
Prayer Vigil) at www.3dayol.org . The process is nearly identical,
except you have to choose which Prayer Vigil you wish to see. In
our case it will be the Western New York (WNY) Prayer Vigil. We
currently do not have a Prayer Vigil online since the Boy’s Flight
#12 Vigil is nearly full, and the fall Walk’s are still several months
away. In afew weeks, we will update our WNY Prayer Vigil email
distribution list and send an email when the next Prayer Vigil be-
comes available.
